a very important role in pharmaceutical companies engaged in drug discovery and development.The new MS
program in regulatory toxicology aims to train and equip students with professional skills necessary for ensuring drug
safety in accordance with national and international regulations and guidelines. Last year, we also began PhD
program in all three departments with total of six PhD students currently enrolled. Our academic and research
activities further received a big boost with successful recruitment of seven new faculty members into all of three
departments. Newly recruited faculty brought with them diverse set of skills and expertise, which is something our
students can now look up to. This | hope will ensure our academic activities to be smoother, efficient and also in the
process offer novel research directions. We proudly celebrated our 4th Convocation on 24th February 2018, where
74 students received their MS degrees and also during this same year, for the first time in past 10 years, we
celebrated complete 100% job placements for our outgoing MS students across reputed pharmaceutical
multinational companies in India. This accomplishment nicely fits into our mission to provide professional training to
the talented youth of this country and hence yielding to the incessant need of pharma industry for skilled human




resources. The Pharma-Industry meet we organized on 19th January 2018, further was an attempt to bridge the gap
between academia and pharmaceutical companies. Industry experts from various pharma domains as well as
facultyand students from NIPER —R shared a common platform to address key challenges in this regard and several
solutions were elaborately discussed. The Pharma-Industry meet also enabled NIPER-R to forge long term
relationship with several companies. The year 2017-18 also saw some key academic partners, who came forward to
collaborate with NIPER-R. Importantly, this past year we signed MOUs with IIT Roorkee, IIT-Kanpur, Delhi
Pharmaceutical Sciences and Research (DPSRU) and Era University, Lucknow. These MoUs are testimonies for
NIPER-R’s commitment towards supporting high class research activities for the benefit of society and will
encompass research cooperation and exchange of human resources in domains of mutual interest. Faculties at
NIPER-R are engaged in seeking solutions to key questions that are relevant to our local societal and pharma
industry needs.

One of the other major NIPER-R developments in 2017-18 was the decision to move our Raebareli campus to new
transit campus at Bijnor. This is a temporary arrangement until our own campus comes up. This move brings us to
close proximity of our collaborators in SGPGI, IITR and CDRI, all of whom are based in Lucknow. This temporary
shift will consolidate our resources and will enable efficient functioning from single unified campus unlike previously,
where we used to have NIPER Cell in Lucknow and academic campus in Raebareli, both 80 Km apart. The new
campus at Bijnor boasts of ready to occupy academic building, brand new separate boys and girl's hostel, guest
house and good space for sporting activities. The academic building has generous space for research and academic
laboratories, spacious classrooms, adequate space for administrative and stores, large meeting rooms and seminar
halls all under one roof. Furthermore, we will continue to develop infrastructure and procure state of the art
equipments for our research laboratories. We already got approval for 400MHz NMR facility which will be procured
and installed in the new campus. As part of infrastructure development initiative of NIPER-R, the new campus will
also see a much larger and efficient animal house, spacious new laboratories for faculty and research scholars. |
sincerely hope this will enable NIPER-R to kick start a new beginning with positive energy.

RESEARCH ACTIVITIES W&
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The research interests of our faculty members at NIPER-R are in line with the current needs of our country. Our
research mandate seeks solutions for developing novel therapies for Japanese encephalitis, Tuberculosis and
neurodegenerative disorders such as Alzheimer's disease (AD). We are also interested in identifying blood based
markers for early detection of diseases. Our other research interests include multi-drug resistance in tuberculosis,
neurodegenerative consequences of environmental toxicants, and nanoformulations.Our Medicinal chemistry
department has been very instrumental in synthesizing several molecules for targets relevant to Alzheimer's disease
and multi-drug resistant tuberculosis. Especially, our team focussed on developing novel molecules that could target
both misfolded proteins as well as inflammation. Department of Pharmacology & Toxicology took a bold step this last
year to build a small animal house which enabled second year MS students to carry out thesis projects here at our
own institute instead of going to CSRI-CDRI. Department of Pharmaceutics has currently focussed their energies on
developing biodegradable nanoparticles, mesoporous silica nanoparticles, lipid nanoparticles, silica lipid hybrids
andtargeted drug delivery systems.

A
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Department of Medicinal Chemistry developed several isatin based
multicomponent reactions leading to bioactive scaffolds. The
department is actively engaged in design and development of
benzimidazole based small molecules which can target Ftsz
protein. The department is currently occupied with design and
synthesis of multi-target directed ligands for targeting Alzheimer
disease. The targets are acetyl cholinesterase and monoamine
oxidases along with this, molecules are also tested for free radical
scavenging and metal chelation properties. Another area of interest
is synthesis of molecules act as reactivator against
organophosphorus poisoning. The department is also working on
small molecule- nucleic acid binders and metal free

transformations, bio-catalysis respectively.
PARTMENT OF PHARMACEUTICS |

The pharmaceutics department is actively involved in design and
development of Novel Drug Delivery Systems (NDDS) such as
lipid-based systems, mesoporous silica nanoparticles. The
faculties are working on nose to brain delivery of antipsychotic
compounds, the compounds for which blood brain barrier poses a
significant delivery challenge. The department is also working on

another project of development and evaluation of self-
microemulsifying (SMEDDS) and self-nanoemulsifying delivery

systems (SNEDDS) for a BCS class Il (poorly soluble and poorly permeable) drugs along with Nanocrystals for
therapeutic applications in drug delivery and also on nanoparticulate approach for intervention in the treatment of

Acne.

> ARTMENT OF PHARMACOLOGY & TOXICOLOGY

Pharmacology & Toxicology department is currently working on understanding copper induced neurobehavioral
abnormalities and novel approaches for the management for Wilson's disease as well as copper induced
neurotoxicity and its management. The department is actively involved in understanding various therapuetic

approches of athersclorosis management. The faculties

are studying the neurodegenerative consequences of a
common pesticide Monocrotophos in rat model. Further,
they are also involved in setting up of neurobehavioural
test battery which can be deployed for evaluating
behavioral consequences of environmental toxicants. The
department is also evolved in the preparation of metallic
nanoparticles from waste biomass and their application in
therapeutics.




The faculties and students were inspired for scientific publication
and presentation to bring NIPER, Raebareli on scientific research
platform which led to many publications in reputed journals with
inputs from project work.

Schedule 24 - Significant Accounting Policies

1. ACCOUNTING CONVENTION
The financial statements of National Institute of Pharmaceutical Education & Research, Raebareli (U.P.) has
been prepared on the basis of historical cost convention, unless otherwise stated and on the mercantile method
of accounting.

2. FIXEDASSETS
Fixed Assets are stated at cost of acquisition inclusive of inward freight, duties & taxes and incidental expenses
relating to acquisition.

3. DEPRECIATION
Depreciation is provided on WDV method as per rates specified in the Income tax Act, 1961. Depreciation @30%
has been provided on the books & journals procured by the institute since these are of scientific nature.

4. GOVERNMENT GRANTS/SUBSIDIES
Government grants/subsidies are accounted on realization basis. Grants in respect of specific fixed assets
acquired are shown as a deduction from the cost of the related assets.
